Pilgrimage by Eastern Christians

On Sunday 28th May 2017, Christians
from the Eastern Churches that are
based in Brisbane united in a pilgrimage
to Marian Valley to offer mass and
prayers for peace in the Middle East and
Egypt, and to particularly pray for the
persecuted Christians in their region.

Pilgrims from the Maronite, Melkite,
Syriac and Greek Orthodox communities
went in procession with a statue of Our
Lady to their Chapel, led by the Melkite
parish priest Fr Elie Francis and the
Maronite parish priest Fr Fadi Salame.

Church, celebrated the Mass in the
Aramean dialect of Edessa, or Syriac,
which was also the language spoken by

Traditionally, Maronites celebrate the

mass in Jesus’ native language Aramaic, while a Melkite Rite mass is
said in formal Arabic, and the Syriac Rite liturgy is in Syriac, a dialect of
Aramaic.

All four Eastern churches have their origins in the Middle East through
the Byzantine rite, which is in full communion with the Pope and the
Catholic Church.

History: On 17 January 2005, Archbishop Basile Georges
Casmoussa was abducted from outside his church in Iraq. Pope John
Paul Il prayed for his release. The Archbishop was freed 24 hours after
being kidnapped at gunpoint.

Archbishop Basile Georges Casmoussa was born on 25 October 1938
in Karakoche, Iraq. He entered the “Institute of St John the beloved”
seminary in Mosul-lraq, run by the Dominican Fathers, where he
undertook his studies in philosophy and theology.

He was ordained a priest on 10 June 1962. On 8 May 1999 the Synod
of the Syrian Church elected him as Archbishop of Mosul-Iraq, an
office he held until June 2010. In January 2014 he was appointed as
apostolic visitor for Syro-Catholic faithful in Western Europe, and

on 22 June 2017, it was announced on Vatican Radio that Bishop
Casmoussa has been appointed as apostolic visitor for Syro-Catholic
faithful in Australia and New Zealand.

Indulgence for 100 year
Fatima Anniversary

For the 100th anniversary of

the Apparitions of Our Lady of
Fatima in Portugal, Pope Francis
has granted a plenary indulgence,
beginning 27 November 2016 and
ending on 26 November 2017.

There are 3 ways to obtain the indulgence (as well as the ordinary
conditions of Confession, Communion and Prayers for the Holy
Father’s intentions):

I. Make a pilgrimage to the Shrine in Fatima, Portugal and participate
in a celebration or prayer dedicated to the Virgin.

2. Pray before any statue of Our Lady of Fatima. The second way
applies to, “the pious faithful who visit with devotion a statue of
Our Lady of Fatima solemnly exposed for public veneration in any
church, oratory or proper place during the days of the anniversary
of the apparitions, that is, the |3th of each month from May
to October (2017), and there devoutly participate in some
celebration or prayer in honor of the Virgin Mary.” The faithful
must also pray an Our Father, recite the Creed and invoke Our
Lady of Fatima.

3. For the elderly and infirm, these individuals can pray in front of a
statue of Our Lady of Fatima, and must spiritually unite themselves
to the jubilee celebrations on the days of the apparitions, that is,
the 13th of each month from May to October 2017. They also
must “offer to merciful God with confidence, through Mary, their
prayers and sufferings or the sacrifices they make in their own
lives.”

PNG Chapel

The Papuan New Guinean Community is very excited about
establishing a Chapel at Marian Valley in honour of Bl.

Sunday in July. The feast day for Bl. Peter To Rot is the 7th July.
